Day 2 Hampton Court Palace

and the Great Hall.  There will be time to visit the magnificent gardens and the famous 

maze before returning to the hotel for dinner and overnight. 

Day 3 Sudeley Castle 
 

After breakfast at the hotel you will leave by coach  to Derbyshire by way of Sudeley 

Castle. Our guide will explain the history of this famous building and we will enjoy a 

Connoisseur Tour of the private apartments. We will then continue our journey to our hotel 

near Derby for dinner and overnight. 

Day 4 Hardwick Hall 
 

You leave by your coach for the journey to Stamford by way of Hardwick Hall. Hardwick 

Hall was built in the 1590’s by Bess of Hardwick. Our private tour will provide an insight 

into the life and times of this amazing women. We will continue our journey to our hotel at 

Stamford in Lincolnshire for dinner and overnight.  

Day 5 Stamford and Burghley House 
 

You will have time in the morning to explore and shop in historic Stamford before boarding 

the coach for the short journey to Burghley House. Following our guided tour of the house 

that was commissioned by William Cecil, Lord High Treasurer to Queen Elizabeth I, there 

will be time to visit the deer park and gardens before returning to the hotel for dinner and 

overnight stay. 

Day 6 Cambridge and Hatfield House 
 

We will leave by coach for our visit to Cambridge. Our private walking tour will take in 

many of the historic buildings and colleges Enjoy some free time to explore and shop 

before the onward journey to our hotel near Hatfield. There will time to relax before 

boarding the coach to the Old Palace at Hatfield House for an authentic Tudor Banquet 

before returning to the hotel for your overnight stay. 

Day 7 Hatfield House 
 

You will board your coach for the journey to Hatfield House The Old Palace on the site had 

been owned by Henry VIII, and was home to his children, Edward, Elizabeth and Mary.  

After your private guided tour of the house you will have an opportunity to visit the grounds
